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Dr. Frank Rausche Wins G.
Brooks Earnest Award

Frank Rausche, Ph.D., P.E., M.ASCE,
was awarded the 2009 G. Brooks Ear-
nest Technical Lecture Award by the
Cleveland Section of ASCE.
